The Community Partnership for Arts and Culture (CPAC) will be hosting a
two-day Artist Space Expo as part of their newest initiative, Creative
Compass.  This event will feature a series of educational workshops about
how artists can obtain affordable space and get engaged in neighborhood
revitalization efforts, as well as a housing fair where artists can interact with
community development corporations, lenders and realtors in a “one-stop
shop” format.  This will help reach out to Northeast Ohio’s creative community.

Participants in the ArtSpace Workshop on Artist-Owned Live/Work Housing were energized by our workshop leader Laura
Weathered to get an affordable artist-owned project begun in the city of Cleveland.  Laura came to us from Chicago, where
she is the executive director of the Near NorthWest Arts Council (NNWAC), an artist-directed non-profit organization.  Under
her direction, the NNWAC initiated the $3.2m development of the Acme Artists Community permanent affordable work/live
space, Chicago’s first artist housing designed, developed and owned by professional artists.

ArtSpace-Cleveland 2008 Next S teps
· An Advisory Committee will meet monthly to begin the Artist-Owned Live/Work Housing planning process.  Active

members include Seth Beattie, CPAC, Abby Maier, COSE for the Arts, Alenka Banko, Convivium33, Marge Misak,
Cuyahoga Community Land Trust, Lynn Arlington Phares, Housing and Community Development Consultant, Terry
Bishop, Dominion East Ohio, Renee Berry, Hodge School Founder, and Harriet Gould, ArtSpace-Cleveland.

· A survey to identify the need for artist studio space, artist-owned housing and related services in northeast Ohio will be
launched through SurveyMonkey, a user friendly survey tool.  We will use the e-mail lists of artists provided by COSE for
the Arts, CPAC, CNDC, ASC and others.  (The survey is located on the inside of this newsletter.)

· During the initial stages of organizing the planning process, other people will be included on the Advisory Committee.
These would include interested artists, an attorney, an architect, a contractor, an accountant, and financial person as
well.

Laura Weathered has agreed to be our Coach as we move on to the next steps.  ArtSpace-Cleveland is in the process of
gathering an active committed group of artists interested and capable of ownership.
